RUTHERFORD, NJ, – March 7, 2008 – For the first time since the 
Fraternity’s inception, the National Executive Board has unanimously 
approved establishing the position of Executive Director.  
 
The Executive Director will be responsible for the day-to-day operations of 
the Fraternity among other duties as outlined in the job description. The 
search is underway and the position is hoped to be filled by June 1st.  “This 
is an exciting time for Lambda and we are eager to begin the interview 
process”, says President Bustos.  
 
Founded in 1975 at Kean University in Union, New Jersey, Lambda Theta Phi 
Latin Fraternity, Inc. is the first national recognized Greek-letter 
organization founded as a Latin Fraternity. The membership of Lambda 
Theta Phi is open to all college men who support is values of scholarship, 
respect for all culture, community service, and the advancement and fair 
treatment of Latinos. Lambda Theta Phi was the first Latin Fraternity to be 
recognized by the North-American Interfraternity Conference (NIC) and 
today, has over 90 Chapters and Colonies in, Arizona, California, 
Connecticut, Delaware, Florida, Georgia, Illinois, Maryland, Michigan, New 
Jersey, New Mexico, New York, Pennsylvania, Tennessee, Texas, Virginia, 
West Virginia, and Wisconsin.
