PASSAIC, NEW JERSEY, May 31, 2007 - In its 4th consecutive year, the National 
Association of Latino Fraternal Organizations (NALFO) and its affiliate members partnered 
in their "Quest for a Million Pennies" to benefit the St. Jude Children’s Research Hospital 
for a 10 week period. NALFO and the participating organizations surpassed its initial goal 
of $10,000 to almost $13,000.

Theta Phi Latin Fraternity, Inc., La Unidad Latina, Lambda Upsilon Lambda Fraternity, 
Inc., Phi Iota Alpha Fraternity, Inc., and Kappa Delta Chi Sorority, Inc.  
  
The top three fundraisers consisted of Lambda Theta Phi, Hermandad de Sigma Iota Alpha, 
and Omega Phi Beta that comprised 55% of the grand collection total.
